While chocolate is safe for
humans to eat, it is poisonous
to dogs, as well as most other
animals, including cats, rodents
and rabbits! So make sure you
only share your easter eggs

with your human friends.

Grapes, raisins, currants and sultanas are

all toxic to dogs so it is very important that

hot cross buns are kept well out of reach. d.
